Road in the country. An important feature of this Toad is the numerous couneclions
which it makes with other Rouds_wnverglng,wwnrds Lake Etle and Buffaio, thus draining
a1l portions of the Northwest and shorteniog the distance between Chicago, Toledonnt
other important points. At ths Junction with these TRoads elevators are to be erected for
{he rapid-and econumical transferof grain. Tenor more are now-in the course of erece
tion along the line, whicl, by the increased: facilities they provide for the farmer and
‘graln operator, will secure an jmmense trade to the Road. The Company has secured one
of thie most desirable and convenient locations in tlie City of ‘Chicago for its passenger and
freight stations, and has formed close and amicable relations with other lines terminating
on the Lake Front, and has made arrangements for securing access 1o the immense stock

and lumber yards, elevators and packing establishments of that enormous City. At

South Clilcago the Company las purchased 40 acres, upon swhich will be erected its water
stations, mmachine and construclion sbops, &e. 1t has aleo. secured ample Dock focilitics,
and i3 in every way thoroughly equipped to compete for and do the carrying trade of
Chicago and L_h‘e-Nonh_wcst.}and‘-bting-it 1o our doors.

Ty this extension Chicago is 152 miles nearer 1o Baltimore than to New Yorlk, over 3
soad of the lowest grades, with a minimum tarif on freight and passenger travel.

From that sppear hot
only the magnitude and extent of the relations of that Tead, but the eminent wisdom
with which the cxtcnsions have been . laid out; penctrating in cuch direction the richest
sections of the country, and hinding to Baltimore by the shortest routes, the great cities
of each section. In order to impress this fact upon the country e berewith give s table

of comparative distances, Which speaks more powerfully for Raltimore thon the mast elo-
quent appeal.

‘Thero-is an office of &
tterman Banking Housa'on the pier, next to which isa ticket office, and _the emigranta
can exchange thels foreign notes for cusrent money snd purchase & ticket to.any part of
the country ; and without any delay and extra expense can enter the cars of e Balti-
more and: Ohlo Rall Road and proceed to thelr destination, ;

Ou Locust Poiut also the Company has erected two immenso Graiz Elevatar Buildiogs,
which occupy o conspicuous position in' the cograving. Their capacity is over 2,000,000
pushelsof gratn. ‘They contain 331 storage bins, 21 receiving and 11 shipping elevators,
which are furnished with every facility for the rapid transfér of graln.

Lotween the Elevators s the Rail Road Ferry, for the trausfer of freight to the Canton
side, where connection is made with the Philade\phia,Wilmington and Baltimore Rail

Road, which forms & continuous through freight line from New Yotk and the Xast, to the

South and West. . '
Between the Rail Road Ferry and the large Elevator,a Caifea: Warchonse is building.of
immense dimensions, and 2 Sugar Warehouse {3 projected on a similar gite. ‘The effectof
theso extengive improvements, as iL s the design of the Company, will. be not only to
increasc importations at this port, but 10.enlarge the commeree of Daltimore by drawing
hither additional steamers and salling craft; atmeting them by offering tonbsge at the
Joswest rates, and making this: the most profitable snd convenient port of entry for the.
swhole country, South, West and Northwest.

Our epace does not permit us to p:’x_niculariz.e;congeming the facilities provided along
the water-front; at Mount Clare and Camden Statlon. It is only sutiicient to-pote, thatin
the way of handling cars, transferring freight, and storage, the arrangements are most
ample and. complete, 30 that no City or Rail Road in the country can present better in-
Jucements or offer greater facilities to trade snd commerce

In its great desire to iperease {he commerce of the city, and the transportation of
freighis, the Company has not been unmindfut of the comfort and convenlence of the
travelling publie. Elegant and luxurious coaches are manufactured at the Company
shops, provided with all possible conveniences for passengers. But a special feature of
this Company, which indicates its superior wisdom and consideration, is the system of
Rail Road 1lotels which it has sdopted. At Benwvood, Parkersburg, Grafton, Cumberland,
Martipsburg and Washiogton Junction, hotels have been éstablished, where passengers:

A slight yeview of the ‘history of the trade of Baltimere will show tho effcet of the al-
timore and: Olile Rail ‘Road upon it, and. reveals the fact that the large iocresse af both
inlind and oceanic trade is immeasurably. due to the facilities which it bas regardless of

1n 1843, when the Road was finished to Cumberiand, the tonnage for- the: year was
1,064 in 1845, when the terminus was made ok Liocust Point, it suddenly increased t0

104,000 tons; and since the additional fachities were provided there, it hos multipl
steadily, and in 1878 amounted to 2 010,718 tons. '

Tl benefit of the terminal facilities offereil by the Road is even rore apjarent in its
grain tratlic. The openlng of 1ts first Elevator, Feb'y 93d, 1878, increased the receipts of
that year to 6,010,430 ‘bushels, and necessitated: the erection of the new and larger Elevator
of double its capacity. In 1878 the amount reccived was 7,510,867
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
